Leading the troop meeting is 
one of an SPL’s most important tasks. Learn secrets to make your meetings more fun AND successful. 

 

 How to Lead Games - Troop meetings need to be fun. Properly-led games can be a lot of fun; badly-led 
games can make everyone unhappy. Learn the right way to lead and run games. 

 

 Communication – Communication is a two-way street. Learn how to effectively get across to others what 
you need them to do.  

 

 How to Plan and Run a Troop Event - Your job is easier and the troop has more fun when a campout 
goes smoothly. Learn some ways to avoid headaches and make the next outing a success. 

 

 Working with Adult Leaders - Adult leaders are there to offer guidance. Sometimes the adults get in the 
way of a successful troop.
